THE ELECTRIC GENERATION FACILITY CESSATION MITIGATION PROGRAM

WHEREAS, pursuant to the August 2, 2022 Niagara County Administration Committee meeting
minutes, the County was permitted to apply for first year funding under the Electric Generation Facility
cessation Mitigation program, and

WHEREAS, the New York State Empire State Development Corporation has made an award to Niagara
County through the Electric Generation Facility Cessation Mitigation Program for the first year, and

WHEREAS, the funds are being awarded to the County of Niagara in the amount of $607,396.14, with
said funds to be used to offset expenses for real property PILOT taxes due and owing for the Somerset
Operating Co., LLC, a now closed coal-fired generating facility located in the town of Somerset within the
County of Niagara, and

WHEREAS, the facility’s real property taxes are in arrears, as the facility ceased operation March 31,
2020, and the amount of the award was determined based on County’s real property tax loss, now, therefore, be
it

RESOLVED, that the County Treasurer be and hereby is authorized to accept this grant funding via wire
transfer in the amount of $607,396.14,

NIAGARA COUNTY GRANT IDENTIFICATION AND WRITING ASSISTANCE

WHEREAS, it has been determined that Niagara County benefits from the services of a qualified firm or
person to assist with the identification and preparation of grant applications, in cooperation with several county
department and local agencies to secure state and federal funding in a number of areas, and

WHEREAS, these arcas have been identified to include Homeland Security, Technology, Innovative
Government, Public Safety & Security, Public Works, Economic Development, Mental Health and Public
Health and

WHEREAS, a Request for Proposal (RFP) for grant identification and writing assistance was issued and
publicly opened by the Purchasing Division on January 24, 2024 with three (3) grant writing firms responding,
and

WHEREAS, the Grants Committee was designated to evaluate proposals and select the firm or person
best qualified to effectively and efficiently accomplish the work outlined in the Request for Proposal, and

WHEREAS, each of the three firms were interviewed by the Grants Committee and it was agreed upon
that Upper Edge Consulting would be the best match for Niagara County to perform grant identification and
writing assistance based on experience, staffing, capability, and cost appropriate to the job, now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, that Niagara County enter into a two-year contractual agreement with the option for two
(2) one-year extensions with Upper Edge Consulting in the amount of $6,000 per month. Upper Edge
Consulting would be required under the terms of the contract to write an unlimited number of grants; the
County may terminate the contract upon thirty (30) day written notice to the vendor, and be it further

WHEREAS, 2008 New York State legislation, The Safe Harbor for Exploited Children Aect, ended the
prosecution of minors under prostitution charges and instead identified minors as victims of commercial sexual
exploitation by adults, and

WHEREAS, The Safe Harbor Act is the result of years of advocacy work in New York and around the
country in advancing the cause for child victims. The number of sexually exploited children, in addition to data
surrounding the correlation between abuse and mental health concerns, highlighted the need for a model shift
from criminalizing to protecting victims, and

WHEREAS, resources have been made available for the identification of Commercially Sexually
Exploited (CSE) youth, the provision of case coordination and advocacy for CSE youth, assisting youth with
access to medical care, mental health counseling, financial assistance, emergency shelter and other basic living
and safety needs, crisis intervention, problem solving, action planning, and skill building, and

WHEREAS, Niagara County was selected as one of few counties across the state to receive funds to
support the Safe Harbor program, and did receive a renewed allocation of $35,000 effective 01/01/2024 —
12/31/2024, which is 100 % state funded, now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, that Niagara County Department of Social Services will continue to contract and collaborate
with Niagara Falls Memorial Medical Center - Child Advocacy Center, with the goal of providing immediate and
intensive services to youth who are sexually exploited, and reduce the risk of continued sexual exploitation and
abuse, in accordance with the Safe Harbor Initiative, and be it further

STANDARDIZATION OF INNOCORP LTD FOR FATAL VISION KITS FOR TRAFFIC SAFETY
EDUCATION

WHEREAS, the Niagara County Sheriff’s Office Traffic Safety Program works with Niagara County
High Schools to educate high school seniors on the serious effects of choices made before driving a motor
vehicle, and

WHEREAS, the Traffic Safety Program works diligently to keep the program relevant, engaging and
effective in delivering the message to students regarding the effects of distracted driving and driving under the
influence of alcohol and/or THC, and

WHEREAS, the Traffic Safety Educator has done extensive research into different tools available and
has found Fatal Vision kits: Distracted Driving Campaign, Concussion Program, Alcohol Campaign, THC
Program and Polydrug (Alcohol & THC), which go beyond the capabilities of current tools by having
impairment effects and multiple activities specific to each type of impairment to better demonstrate the effects
of impairment on motor vehicle operation, and

WHEREAS, Innocorp Ltd is the sole manufacturer of the Fatal Vision kits with all associated
trademarks, names, technology and processes proprietary and owned solely by Innocorp, Ltd, now, therefore, be
it

RESOLVED, that for reasons of efficiency and economy, pursuant to General Municipal Law 103(5),
there is a need for standardization for the Niagara County Sheriff’s Office in the purchase of Fatal Vision kits,
and be it further

WHEREAS, all currently certified NYS EMT-CC shall expire at 0000 hours on July 1%, 2027 and will
be automatically recertified at that txme at an advanced level (AEMT) for the duration of their current cycle, and

WHEREAS, the County of Niagara has recognized the reduction in certified personnel and volunteers to
staff and respond to the citizens of Niagara County thus creating a need to assist any volunteer firefighter,
volunteer EMS provider or a career firefighter from one of the three career fire departments to upgrade their
level of care to Paramedic from Critical Care, and

WHEREAS, the Niagara County Legislature and Niagara County EMS recognizes the importance of
assisting these Critical Care providers with the ability to bridge to Paramedic for our county residents and help
stimulate the shortage of Paramedics within Niagara County, and

WHEREAS, the Niagara County Legislature has identified the importance of establishing funding to
assist any volunteer firefighter, volunteer EMS provider or a career firefighter from one of the three career fire
departments with the Critical Care to Paramedic bridge program approved by the New York State Department
of Health Bureau of EMS between April 2024 and the sunset of the Critical Care program July 1st 2027, and

WHEREAS, the approximate upfront cost for the program per student is $3,300.00 with Niagara County
having approximately 35 providers at the Critical Care level thus costing the County $115,500.00 to enhance
the provider level, now, therefore, be it '

RESOLVED, that the Niagara County Legislature, determines the importance of assisting Critical Care
members of any volunteer firefighter, volunteer EMS provider or a career firefighter from one of the three
carcer fire departments brldge to Paramedic through the Northwell Health NYS approved program, and be it
further.

RESOLVED, that this resolution shall establish a funding line to assist the agencies with re-
imbursement of costs for sending members to the NYS Northwell Health bridge program, and be it further,

WHEREAS, Section 1, Item (n), paragraph a of subdivision 2 of Section li 0907 of the Environmental
Conservation Law, as added by Section 1 of chapter 243 of the Laws of 2017, allowed for the County of
Orleans to hunt deer using a pistol, shotgun, muzzle loading firearm, rifle or long bow, and

WHEREAS, Section 2, Item (1) of paragraph a of subdivision 2 of section 11-0907 of the
Environmental Conservation Law as added by Section 1 of Chapter 243 of the Laws of 2018 allowed for the
County of Orleans to hunt deer and bear by pistol, shotgun, crossbow, rnuzzle loading firearm, rifle or long bow
only, and

WHEREAS, legislation has been introduced in the New York State Senate adding the County of Niagara
to the Environmental Conservation Law authorizing hunting big game by rifle, and .

WHEREAS, Niagara County has a long, proud tradition of supporting outdoor activities, wildlife
~ conservation and all types of hunting, and .

- WHEREAS, the Niagara County Gun Owners’ Rights Advisory Panel has recommended that to further
enhance the hunting experience in Niagara County, the use of rifles for big game hunting should be permissible
as already allowed in Orleans County and other Counties across the State, now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, that the Niagara County Legislature supports Senate Bill No. 8382 and Assembly Bill No.
9130 amending the Environmental Conservation Law in relation to authorizing hunting big game by rifle in the
County of Niagara, and be it further '

RESOLVED, that the Clerk of the Niagara County Legislature is hereby authorized and directed to
execute the proper Home Rule documents and immediately forward them to the New York State Legislature.
